GREAT OCEAN WALK TOUR 7 DAYS

Day 1: Melbourne to Shelly Beach (LD)

Depart Melbourne CBD at 8am, heading for the
spectacular Great Ocean Road and Apollo Bay - the start
of the Great Ocean Walk. The walk today is relatively easy
with some short sections of beach walking and a few
hills.

Take the short walk from Gibson Steps to the Twelve
Apostles visitor centre — the end of the Great Ocean
Walk! Enjoy a 15 minute helicopter flight to see the
spectacular coastline and the Twelve Apostles from
the air (own expense). Walking distance: 2km. Head
back to Melbourne, arriving late afternoon.

HISTORIC HOBART

PORT ARTHUR HISTORIC SITE

Steps away from the Hobart waterfront lie
the historic neighbourhoods of Salamanca
and Battery Point. Discover heritage homes
on a self-guided walk and have a drink at the
famous Shipwright’s Arms Hotel.
