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TRAVEL TIPS

WHEN TO GO

Canada’s climate varies tremendously, with warm
days in summer and sub-zero temperatures in
winter. The climate and daylight hours can be very
different in the south compared to the north.

Summer (June to August) brings long, warm,
sunny days to most regions. This is the best
time to see grizzly and black bears as well as
whales. Experience 16 to 22 hours of daylight,
and midnight sun in the north of the state.

Autumn (September to November) sees
temperatures drop and foliage turn all shades of
yellow, orange and red. October to November

is the best time to see Polar bears and you may
still see grizzly and black bears, as well as whales
through to October. Snow begins to fall from
October/November.

Winter (December to February) brings cold
weather with temperatures dropping below zero.
Cities and towns are geared to challenge the cold
surroundings with many having covered walkways
and indoor malls to protect from the elements.
Snow falls most of winter in many regions. The
Northern Lights are best viewed in winter.

Spring (March to May) sees days getting longer
and temperatures slowing rising. Snow starts to
melt away in March/April and wildflowers begin
to bloom. The whale and bear watching season
generally begins in May. The Northern Lights may
be seen through to March in some parts.
